Cyclone Giri
Myanmar, Rakhine State

On the 22 October 2010, cyclone Giri struck Myanmar's western coastal state Rakhine.

A total of 170,000 people were estimated to have been affected by the cyclone Giri that also caused widespread damage to 71 villages in some
townships in the state, of which Myebon, Kyaukphyu, Min Bye and Kyauktaw suffered the most.

According to Myanmar official sources, a total of 45 people were killed and 15 others went missing in the tragedy.
Among the dead, 22 were from Myebon Township which was the hardest hit by the cyclone.

Altogether 6,231 houses, 8 monasteries, 19 schools and 77 government departmental offices as well as 80 vessels and 2 bridges were
destroyed, mainly in the three townships of Myebon, Kyaukphyu and Min Bye.

Of the ravaged houses, 2,028 were from Myebon and 1,035 from Kyaukphyu.
